In 1996 the Volunteer Tax and Loan Program 

was created as a solution to noncompliance 

issues with IRS filing requirements, an evolving 

problem for commercial fishermen as well as 

rural Alaskan residents. 

The lack of professional tax assistance availa-

ble within the remote communities makes  IRS 

compliance challenging and expensive. As a 

solution, VTLP brings quality services directly to 

those in need.  

Over the years, the program has grown and 

matured, adapting to internal and external 

changes along the way. Although the specif-

ic villages change slightly year to year, the 

number of communities assisted continues to 

increase.
